production costs and communicates needs with staff, crews and contractors.  The position works closely with outside scenic 
construction companies to insure a smooth transition into the theater.  Working directly with the Production Coordinator, 
the Technical Director assists in ushering the completed drawings through the bidding and budget approval process to the 
safely installed final product.  In addition to attending all production meetings and technical rehearsals, the Technical 
Director provide technical support to the full main stage productions, but also to the Education Department, the TYA 

outreach tours, special events and outside rentals of the venue.   

About the Culture:  The person most successful in this position is a great communicator with an eye for detail who enjoys 

coordinating the necessary integration with scenic construction, lighting and sound crews to best utilize the stage time.  The 
Technical Director will help take the production department of a vibrant and growing non-profit theater to the next level.  The 
right candidate will thrive in this warm, welcoming and creative atmosphere that embraces individuality and is artistically 
fulfilling, forward-thinking and dog friendly!
